Welcome back to a new term - and a happy new year to you all! I hope you all had a happy
and healthy break. A reminder that if your child displays any symptoms of COVID-19 (high
temperature / new continuous cough / loss of taste or smell) please book a PCR test for them.

Since Wednesday 22 December, the 10-day self-isolation period for people who record a
positive PCR test result for COVID-19 has been reduced to 7 days in most circumstances.
Therefore, children may now take LFD tests on day 6 and day 7 of their self-isolation period.
Those who receive two negative test results are no longer required to complete 10 full days of
self-isolation. The first test must be taken no earlier than day 6 of the self-isolation period and
tests must be taken 24 hours apart. If both these test results are negative, and your child does
not have a high temperature, then they may end their self-isolation after the second negative
test result and return to school from day 8.
